	Good introduction 

 - Effective attention getter

 - Topic clear

 - Credibility addressed

 - Workable preview statement 

 - Identifiable transition into body
	Introduction workable

 - Identifiable attention getter

 - Topic could be deduced

 - Some attempt at establishing    credibility 

 - First main point identifiable
	Inferior introduction
 - Weak attention getter

 - Topic unclear

 - No establishing of credibility 

 - No clear division between    introduction and body

	Superior body

 - Main points consistently phrased

 - Smooth transitions between

 - Hierarchy of ideas accurate

 - Org. of ideas consistent

 - Language elevated and creative
	Good body

 - Main points clear

 - Some good transitions

 - Relationship of ideas mostly clear

 - Ideas flow well

 - Language accurate
	Acceptable body

- Main points identifiable

- Use of transitions weak

- Relationship of ideas sometimes    clear 

 - Language not inappropriate
	Poor organization of body 

- Hard to discern main points 

- No or few transitions used

- Relationship of ideas unclear

- inappropriate and/or inaccurate    language used

	Supporting materials

 - All assertions supported

 - Support from highly qualified    sources

 - Citations diligent and smooth

 - Academic research evident
	Supporting materials

 - Most assertions supported

 - Support from qualified sources

 - Most facts cited well

 - Some good research evident
	Supporting materials
 - Some main assertions supported

 - Sources appropriate 

 - Some good citing of sources

 - Some research evident


	Supporting materials

 - Too many assertions not supported

 - Sources biased or inappropriate

 - Little or no citing of sources

 - Little or no research evident

- Central idea deftly reinforced

- Identifiable conclusion

- Central idea reinforced


	Conclusion

- Although abrupt, central idea    reinforced


	Conclusion

- Speech ended abruptly without    reinforcing central idea 

	Delivery enhanced message

- Engaging and dynamic

- Important ideas augmented   physically and vocally

- Consistent eye contact with all

- Very easy to listen to
	Delivery helped message

 - Good vocal variety

 - Appropriate physical responses

 - Mostly good eye contact

 - Mostly easy to listen to
	Delivery did not hinder message

 - Vocal delivery was not monotone

 - Physical responses did not distract

 - Some good eye contact

 - Listening took some effort
	Delivery hindered message

 - Vocal delivery was monotone

 - Physical responses were distracting

 - Very little eye contact

 - Listening well took great effort

	All aspects of assignment superior

 - Topic engaging and important

 - Speaker confident and ready

 - Speaker’s appearance strategic
	Most aspects of assignment good

 - Topic appropriate

 - Speaker appeared ready

 - Speaker’s appearance appropriate
	Some aspects of assignment good

 - Topic mildly interesting

 - Speaker not too nervous

 - Appearance not distracting 
	Aspects of assignment detrimental

- Topic trivial or inappropriate

 - Speaker’s nerves distracting

 - Speaker’s appearance distracting
